STANDARD TERMS

1. consideration

In consideration of the mutual exchange of obligations set out in this Agreement, you and we agree to the terms of this Agreement.
2. ACCESS

You grant us the rights to enter on the Location and to film, photograph and record all or any part of the interior and the exterior (including signage) of the Location for the purposes of the Programme and for such purpose to bring onto and into the Location such persons and equipment as we may deem appropriate
This Agreement will also apply to any filming carried out before the date of this Agreement and any extensions of the Access Period agreed by you and us if filming overruns.

3. RIGHTS

We will own all rights in the Programme and all material recorded by or on behalf of us further to the Access provided (the “Footage”) to use and exploit in all media known now or in the future throughout the world in perpetuity. 

We will have complete editorial control of the Programme.

You must tell us if you are aware of any copyright works at the Location that are owned by third parties and we will obtain relevant permissions if needed.

4. SAFETY AND SECURITY

We (our staff, sub-contractors and freelancers) will use reasonable endeavours to minimise disruption and observe your reasonable safety and security regulations and instructions.

You will tell us of any unsafe areas, hidden dangers and occupants you are aware of (and you become aware of) at the Location.

If the Access includes allowing our staff, freelances or agents to travel in ground, sea or non-scheduled air transportation arranged by you, then you will ensure that the vehicle/craft and any operator of it is compliant with the law, the vehicle/craft is air/road/seaworthy and comprehensively insured for damage and injury to third parties any passengers. You will provide us with supporting information and documentation upon request.

5. WARRANTIES

We warrant that:

· we have the power and authority to enter into this Agreement;

· the Programme and the Footage will be used in a manner that is consistent with the Broadcaster’s editorial guidelines and/or the Ofcom Broadcasting Code, as applicable; and

· we will obtain any necessary agreement to film your staff/sub-contractors and other persons.

You warrant that:

· you have the power and authority to enter into this Agreement, to grant the rights which are expressed to be granted hereunder and to perform your obligations;

· you will comply with all relevant legislation and regulations, and

· you and your staff/sub-contractors will not bring us into disrepute.
6. LIABILITY

Where damage to any of your property is caused directly by our negligence (except to any extent contributed to by you), we will make good, or pay the reasonable cost of making good, the damage up to five million pounds sterling provided you notify us at the earliest opportunity and in any event within 7 days after the Access Period.

Neither party shall be liable for lost profits, loss of opportunity or any other consequential or indirect loss.
Neither party excludes or limits liability for death or personal injury caused by negligence or wilful default.
We shall have no obligation to you to include any or all of the Footage we record under this Agreement in any films or programmes or to exploit the same or any film or programme in which the same are included.

7. CREDIT, PUBLICITY & copy For private use

Subject to the Broadcaster’s editorial guidelines and where we consider it editorially justifiable and the Broadcaster agrees, we will provide a “With thanks to” credit in the end credits of the Programme.

You will not carry out any advertising or promotional activity that may imply endorsement by us or the Broadcaster; nor use our or Broadcaster trade marks at any time (e.g. Programme title, logo); nor make reference to us or the Broadcaster in any published material without the prior written consent of us or the Broadcaster respectively. 

We intend to notify you of the date of first transmission of the Programme and after first transmission we may supply you, on request, a copy of the Programme for your private and internal purposes only but not to be broadcast, copied, commercially exploited, used for promotion or used online.
8. CONFIDENTIALITY

You will not without written approval from us disclose any details or information (other than to your staff/sub-contractors on a need-to-know basis) about the Programme or this Agreement.
9. DATA PROTECTION

To the extent that materials (including archive footage, photographs and/or research) provided by you depict any identifiable individual(s), you warrant that you have complied with your obligations to those individuals under the General Data Protection Regulation.
10. termINATION

We may terminate this Agreement by giving you written notice before the end of the Access Period with immediate effect if:

· you are unable to pay your debts; or 

· you fail to remedy a material breach within 5 days of receipt of notice specifying the breach; or

· the continued performance of your obligations under this Agreement is prevented by any event beyond your reasonable control.

On termination of this Agreement howsoever caused, we may use Footage filmed before the date of termination subject to the terms of this Agreement.

11. general

This Agreement constitutes the whole Agreement between you and us relating to the Access and cannot be varied unless in writing and signed by or on behalf of you and us.

You are not entitled to assign or dispose of your rights and obligations under this Agreement.

We shall be entitled to assign the benefit of this Agreement provided we remain liable for our obligations.

This Agreement is governed by the laws of England and Wales and the jurisdiction of the English and Welsh courts applies.
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
